Getting Insignias Placed on the CCT

The California Coastal Trail (CCT) is one of the great trails of our nation; soon to be designated by
National Geographic as one of their featured Geotourism attractions. Once completed, it will extend
1,200 miles along the coast from Oregon to Mexico. In 1999, the CCT was designated, at the state and
federal levels, as a Millennium Legacy Trail, and in 2001 the California State Legislature mandated its

completion.

Public Design Process

The design of the CCT
emblem took place over a
six month period in 2005.
The Coastal Conservancy,
in conjunction with
Coastwalk, worked with
design  consultants to
identify a variety of factors
and elements that would
be critical to a successful
emblem design. Input
from public agencies, the
public, and responses
sent via the Internet were
integrated into the final
design endorsed by the
Coastal Conservancy
Board in December of

2005.

In 2005, an insignia to mark the trail was approved by the Coastal Conservancy
Board (see inset at left). Now citizens, non-profits, and public agencies are
working together up and down the coast to mark the Trail with the CCT
insignia.

The Coastwalk signage program:

Thanks to a grant from the State Coastal Conservancy (SCC), Coastwalk
California (CWC) is working in cooperation with state and federal agencies,
local jurisdictions and NGOs to identify appropriate locations for CCT insignias.
Through the process of identifying, receiving approval and installing the
insignia, the CCT is ratified. Coastwalk’s process includes:

Identifying completed trail segments, and those that need work, in
cooperation with SCC project managers,

Working with the landowners and/or jurisdictions to assure their
support,

Coordinating a site visit to the trail segment in order to pinpoint
potential sign locations, (volunteers, staff and/or local jurisdictions are
involved)

Collecting necessary information to create a trail signage proposal, and
ultimately — to have a complete and comprehensive record of the trail,

Preparing a detailed report/proposal for signage; including maps,
photos and GPS locations, to be submitted for approval to all
authorizing entities,

Submitting the report, and shepherding it through the various
jurisdictions,

Upon final approval, recording the map segment into the statewide
CCT map,

Installing signs (volunteers, staff and local jurisdictions are involved),

» And, in cooperation with participants, plan and host a CCT Signage Event to celebrate the trail
“opening”. When appropriate, CWC will coordinate with various press and media outlets to
publicize the event.
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Frequently Asked Questions

Trail and Sign Management —who decides where to place the signs? Sign placement is
determined by the jurisdiction managing the particular trail segment, subject to approval by the
Coastal Conservancy and Coastal Commission.

Where is the Coastal Trail in my community? Some communities have coastal trails or

accessways that have already been designated. If your community has a Local Coastal Program

(LCP), recently approved or re-certified by the Coastal Commission, the accompanying Land

Use Plan (LUP) will show the route of the coastal trail and accessways, planned or existing. If
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www.californiacoastaltrail.info. The Coastal Trail indicated there has not been approved by any

state agency, although many state-designated trails and accessways are included. If none of

these pertain, and a new location is to be suggested, contact Coastwalk.

Who will provide the signs? CCT emblems, anti-theft screws and screws bits are provided by
the Coastal Conservancy, free of charge. They can be obtained directly from the Conservancy or
requested from Coastwalk. There are two sizes available: a small 3.5 inch emblem for use on a
standard 4 inch wood post, and an 8 inch emblem with soft metal wrap and fasteners for use on
utility poles.

What help can Coastwalk provide? Coastwalk staff and volunteers can offer assistance with
planning a CCT signing event and with community outreach and general advocacy for the
California Coastal Trail.
